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TRAILER MUST SIT LEVEL WHEN TOWING. A SPECIAL TRAILER HITCH

They should be contacted directly by the trailer owner.

All Galvanized Trailer Frames come with a 5-year warranty from manufacturer’s defect. All Powder Coat
Frames come with a 3-year warranty from manufacturer’s defect. HOWEVER, warranty shall be voided for
all Powder Coat Frames should they be used in the proximity or within the area of salt and/or brackish water
as a result of the corrosive and oxidizing effect of salt/brackish water on bare metal.
