This Hastacuba Program was developed to provide you with
direct contact with the emerging private sector in Cuba in ac-
cordance with the OFAC regulation CFR § 515.574. This gen-
eral license authorizes, subject to conditions, travel-related

transactions and other transactions that are intended to pro-

vide support for the Cuban people, which include activities of
individuals and nongovernmental organizations that promote
independent activity intended to strengthen civil society in

Cuba. This general license requires that each traveler utilizing

this authorization engage in a full-time schedule of activities
that enhance contact with Cuban people, and support Cuban
Society.
