approximate size)
2/ 3 little artworks, we are recommending up to 50 x 50 cm

Entry fee: $650 ($130.00 per week)

The exhibition will be part of the monthly market at The Cannery which drives traffic of
above 10K. The gallery will be having a stand at the market so double exposure.

We are also requesting two artists (or 4) to do a live painting on Saturday and Sunday
during the market. This is a great opportunity to connect with a larger audience and

Selected works must be delivered by the set date ready for display. This includes
all hangings attachments. Arrangements and payment for special fixtures for
hanging or display are the responsibility of the artist. All works must have D-ring
and a wire across the back for hanging. Artworks must be bubble wrapped
individually and in a way that the gallery can reuse it at the end of the show or
when artworks are sold.

Selected artworks must be delivered at THE SPACE gallery as per the conditions
stated in the brief (see our website). LATE ENTRIES WILL NOT BE SHOWN.

Any artwork that is not dry, or does not meet the quality required for the

exhibition will not be hung.
