Please read and follow the instructions carefully for an easy and quick assembly

Refer to Assembly Diagram 1.

Build the frame base and top. EACH requires 2 x Pole 1(A), 2 x Pole 2(A), and 4 x 3-point Frame Connectors.
a. Position the Frame Connectors so that the plastic end caps of the base are face down, and the plastic
end caps of the frame top are facing skyward.
b. Slide each pole into the frame connector until the lock pin has been engaged.

9 Connect the 4 x Poles 3(B) to the frame top and the 4 x Poles 4(C) to the frame base.

a. It may be necessary to gently twist the poles back and forth to ease insertion.
b. Slide each pole into the frame connector until the lock pin has been engaged.

Join together the frame base and top by connecting the 3(B) and 4(C) poles together.
a. It may be necessary to gently twist the poles back and forth to ease insertion.
b. Slide each pole into the frame connector until the lock pin has been engaged.

Position the Equipment Support Arms 5(E) and 6(F) on the frame top as shown in Assembly Diagram 2.
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nstallation

Unfold the tent material and place reflective side face up.

Position the frame into the tent base.
a.The tent base should be a firm fit. Ensure the base and the corners are taut before proceeding
to the next step.

Pull the grow tent outer canvas over the constructed framework and carefully fit it onto the frame top.
See Assembly Diagram 3.
a.The tent top should be a firm fit. Ensure the top and the corners are taut before proceeding
to the next step.

Zip the tent shut by sliding the top and bottom zippers in parallel until they meet.
Double check the corner frame connectors are properly positioned and the tent material is taut.

Insert the splash tray in the bottom of the tent as shown on Assembly Diagram 3.
