Before installing a Quick-Connecte Surface Mount Turnbuckle or Jaw Turnbuckle fitting, adjust the length of the turnbuckle so

that it’s set in mid-position (halfway between fully open and fully closed). This will allow optimal adjustment flexibility. The Quick-
Connecte® Turnbuckle installation is identical to that of the Fixed Surface Mount and Fixed Jaw Fittings shown above.
