LA CAIDA DE UN LIiDER
(1 Samuel 16:1)

A. Por abuso de autoridad.

Es triste cuando nos enteramos de incidentes como la
caida de un gran lider, como fue la del primer rey de
Israel, Saul. Esta historia nos ensefa claramente, que
Dios pudo haber “confirmado” el reino de Saul “para
siempre”. Sin embargo, por su actitud precipitada e
irresponsable, en lugar de esperar a Samuel, se adelanté
y ofrecio el holocausto en Gilgal (1 Samuel 13:8-14).

B. Por orgullo y soberbia.

Cuando Dios lo envié a exterminar a los amalecitas,
pueblo maligno que habia hecho mucho dafo a Israel,
no cumplié con todo lo que tenia que hacer (15:17-23)
y Dios lo tuvo que cortar. El reconoce nuestra participa-
cién y nuestro valor en su reino, pero si fallamos, otros

A. Ignorado por todos.

Las instrucciones de Dios a Samuel son ahora de cobrar
animo y de ir a ungir al nuevo rey, aunque Saul seguiria
por muchos afos mas en el poder.

B. Escogido por Dios.
No deja de sorprendernos la ausencia de David, quien
al parecer no era el hijo predilecto, sino el “olvidado
de la familia” También, quedamos impresionados por
la obediencia y sumision de este joven a su padre y al
Senor. A pesar del rechazo, no albergé resentimientos ni
amargura en su corazon. La vida de David empez6 como
siervo y lleg6 a ser gobernante; fue fiel con unas pocas
ovejas y heredd la nacién entera.

STUDY DEVELOPMENT

THE FALL OF A LEADER
(1 Samuel 16:1)

A. For abuse of authority.
It is sad to hear about events such as the fall of a great

leader as Saul, the first king of Israel. This story clearly
teaches us that God could have been“confirmed” Saul’s
kingdom “forever” However, because of his hasty and
irresponsible attitude, instead of waiting for Samuel,
he went ahead and offered the burnt offering in Gilgal

(1 Samuel 13:8-14).

B. For pride and arrogance.

When God ordered him to exterminate the Amalekites,
an evil people who had done a lot of harm to Israel,
he did not do what he had been ordered (15:17-23),
and God had to cut him off. Here we will learn that
God acknowledges our participation and our value in
His kingdom, but if we fail, others will rise to carry His

people’s banner.

CHOOSING A LEADER
(1 Samuel 16:2-7)

A. Ignored by all.

God’s instructions to Samuel are now to brace up and
get ready to anoint the new king, even though Saul
would continue in power for many more years. The
prophet’s mission included traveling to Bethlehem,
south of Jerusalem, to anoint the new king. When
Samuel arrived at Jesse’s house, David was not there!
He was in the field taking care of the sheep.

B. Chosen by God.

We are surprised with David’s absence, who did not seem
to be the favorite son but the “forgotten of the family."We
are also impressed by this young man’s obedience and
submission to his father and the Lord. In spite of being
rejected, he harbored no resentments or bitterness in his
heart. David’s life started as a servant, until he became a
king. He was faithful to a few sheep and inherited a whole
nation. He was faithful to his work in the field and therefore
God gave him the public victory. Let us remember the
Lord’s words: “you were faithful over a few things; | will
make you ruler over many things” (Matthew 25:21).

(1 Samuel 16:8-13)

A. Not by external appearances.

Samuel was expecting to find another slender
promising candidate for Israel’s throne as Saul, but
God told him, “Man looks at the outward appearance,
but the Lord looks at the heart." Jesse's seven sons had
passed before the prophet, but the Lord did not ask
him to anoint any of them.

B. Chosen with a purpose.

The father then remembered the youngest of his sons,
who was in the field taking care of the sheep. When the
young man entered the house, the Lord told Samuel,“Arise,
anoint him; for this is the one!”(16:12). It is wonderful to see
how “the Spirit of the Lord came upon David from that day
forward” (16:13). Most likely, neither David nor his family
understood the importance of that day’s anointment. But
God had stamped His seal upon him and would prepare
him to be the ruler of a great nation.

oucLUSIQN
The description of Saul's fall is a sad chapter in the history of the people of God. A
handsome promising man started his career with great expectations. God had chosen him,
anointed him, and placed him in the highest position in the people. However, since he did
his own free will, he disobeyed God and failed, lost his position, his honor, his faith, and
his communion with the Lord. It is sad to think about it, but this can also happen today
amongst those who serve in God's kmgdom when they foIIow their own personal interests.

It is worth mentioning the Apostle Paul's recommendation: "Therefore let him who thinks
he stands take heed lest he fall (1 Corinthians 10:12).
