
Medium to deep red colour with a tint of purple. The aromas are flowers and violets, cassis and blueberry, a suggestion of 
leafiness, the palate bright and fresh with lively mouth-feel and great vitality. The fruit is rich, ripe and sweet in the middle, 
possibly due in part to a touch of residual sugar. It has intensity and persistence. The tannins are fine but assertive. The finish 
is very refreshing. A very appealing, fruit-driven young cabernet at a great price. 
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Sourced from several vineyards within Wilyabrup. The brilliant 2018 vintage has produced this juicy, spicy and bouncy little 
number. Outstanding, dazzling, stellar value for money. Don’t walk past it.
