or Wireless Solution® W-DMX™ transmitting capabilities to act as a wireless DMX
signal transmitter for your lights. If you are using the 7-channel GZ protocol, the
color coded frequencies found in your wiCICLE AnyFi™ will match up perfectly with
any wiCICLE™ or wiCICLE Skywire™ products, 6-channel GZ protocol will function
with other AnyFi™ products with 6-channel GZ enabled, and if using W-DMX™, your
devices will sync up together flawlessly as well. Please refer to the instruction manual
of your transmitting device for more information.

POSSIBLE CONFIGURATIONS

The diagrams below show possible configurations. Multiple receivers may be used in
any possible configuration.

BEFORE DOING ANYTHING ELSE, YOU SHOULD DISABLE ANY BUILT-IN
PROGRAMS IN THE FIXTURES YOU WISH TO CONNECT AND/OR SET THEM AS
SLAVES PRIOR TO RETURNING THEM TO DMX MODE (IF APPLICABLE). Many
fixtures contain a built-in automatic, sound active or custom programs which
are designed to operate with the fixture NOT connected to a DMX chain.

In some instances, these programs will automatically run unless the fixture is set
to slave mode.
