The SureKlotTM Spray is a clear, non-viscous, and nearly odorless 

liquid intended to be used for cleansing, decontamination, and 

moisturization of external veterinary wounds. The cleansing action 

of the solution helps in the removal of foreign materials such as dirt 

and debris from the wound surface.

COMPOSITION:

SureKlotTM Spray is composed of chitosan lactate in an aqueous 

base with preservative (0.1 % Polyhexamethylene biguanide).

ACTION/BENEFITS:

The SureKlotTM Spray formula of chitosan and PHMB cleans the 

wound and gently removes biofilm. It has strong cleansing action, 

yet is gentle on the wound surface, and creates the optimum 

environment for wound management. It effectively removes foreign 

materials, dirt and facilitates the wound debridement process. It is 

non-cytotoxic, non-irritant and non-staining.
