A note about placing your order...

You should not place your order for your print until you have taken all the
necessary photographs as explained in the following pages. Once your pictures
are all taken you can go to our web site and place your order.

Please read all these instructions completely before you take your pictures.

Instructions:

Witness for His Name

This close-up shows the two
views of the subject’s face we
will need. These poses, as we
call them, are easy to set up and
easy to take. So, let's get
started.

You will see how you can light
your subject without any fancy
lights or expensive equipment.
You will just use the natural light
coming through a convenient
window.

We will need Three Pictures
of each pose, one using your
flash but, and this is very
important, two pictures of each
pose not using a flash.
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Pose Two: Three photos /

This is a front view with the subject’s face turned slighly to your right and slightly downward. This is the image on
the right side of the close up - the one in the mirror. Examine the diagram, follow all the tips and try to make your
pictures look like the example.

Tip #1 There should be a
solid wall behind the head.

Tip #2 You should be facing the

chest straight on, but the face should
be turned slightly to the right until the
left ear can't be seen, but no further.

Tip #3 You should be about
three feet away from your
subject for a sharp image.

Tip #4 Your subject’s head should be looking down at her left hand
but she should focus her eyes about 6 inches above her hand as
though she is looking at the blade of the sword.

No matter whether you are taking digital
pictures or film pictures, you should take
more than you think you will need and then
choose the best prints to send to us.

Of the three pictures you send to us, one
should be taken using a flash but two should
be taken without using your flash.

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Pose One: Three photos /

This is a profile with the subject facing to your right. This is the image on the left side of the close up on
the previous page. Examine the diagram, follow all the tips and try to make your pictures look like the example.

Tip #1 There should be a
solid wall behind the head.

Tip#2 You should see a
side view of the subject's
body. Her head should be
tilted downward as though
she is looking at the sword.

Tip #3 You should be about
three feet away from your
subject for a sharp image.

Tip #4 Your subject’s head should be looking down at her right
hand but she should focus her eyes about 6 inches above her
hand as though she is looking at the blade of the sword.

No matter whether you are taking digital
pictures or film pictures, you should take
more than you think you will need and then
choose the best prints to send to us.

Of the three pictures you send to us, one
should be taken using a flash but two should
be taken without using your flash.

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Key points to look for in your viewfinder...

1. There is a solid surface behind the
subject, this allows the camera to
pick up the detail in her face.

2. The light illuminates her face as in
the example. The face is not
flushed with direct light, rather it kind
of outlines her features.

3. ltis important that there be no
direct sun light hitting the subject.

4. Notice that you should see a perfect
side profile of her face, which will
show the nose, lips and only one
eye.

Key points to look for in your viewfinder...

1. There is a solid surface behind the
subject, this allows the camera to
pick up the detail in her face.

2. The light illuminates the left side of
her head as in this example. The
light comes from behind and to her
side.

3. Itis important that there be no
direct sun light hitting the subject.

Her chin is slightly downward.
You can see her eyes.
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You've taken your photographs, what now?
