ABSTRACT CLASS SUPPLY LIST  
 
These are the supplies you can bring for the first class.  
Each week I will let you know what we will be doing the following week and 
what supplies you’ll need.  
 

• Paper, such as watercolor paper, illustration board or clay board. 
Something that is firm enough to accept collage. 8x10 or 16x20  

• Acrylic paint (I usually use Basic Acrylics or Artist Loft Acrylics. They 
are inexpensive but of a decent quality. Start with the primary colors, 
blue, yellow and red; also, white and black.)  

• A couple of brushes, they don’t have to be expensive. They should be 
large, at least 1.5 inches. A  

• container for water  
• Paper towels  
• A large plastic bag, plastic tablecloth, or old shower curtain to protect 

the tables  
• Markers, fine and regular point 
•  Stencils if you have some Scissors Matte medium (it can be
