This mode! is ready to install straight out of the box. Simply remove the top by turning it
anficlockwise 1/4 tum, insert two *0" size ALKALINE batteries with the positive termingl
downwards, then screw down the top. NOTE: The top rotates only 1/4 tum from open to
ciosed. To avoid damage, do not over-tighten the top. Once the top is attached the
repellent will vibrate about every 30 to 50 seconds.

Common Installation Mistakes

Good soil contact with the Vibration Tube i vital. Make a hole to the ecommended depth.
Take the time to finely break up the soil. Insert the repeliznt, hen place the fine soil back
around the tube. Once the repaliants are in the ground, soak the soil to settle it against the
surface of the Vibration Tube. Only use the soil &t that location; do not backfill with
anather texiure of soil because this may alter fhe vibration ranps.

MEVER force or hammer the device into the ground. This will woid your warranty. Prepare
the hale and backfill with the finely broken up soil,

Install to the recommendad depth (see page 6).
Do not install in rocky ground. The wibrafion does not travel well through rocks or gravel.

Take care when instafling the repelients nexd to hard surfaces such as concrete, pavers,
biturmen, gravel, mocks, larga tree roots, etc. The vibration will not pazs throogh or
beyond. You'll need o install maore repelients on the other side to ensure full pratection.

Makes sure your design does not unintentionally leave areas unprotected. For example,
areas are not protected due to shadowing of the vibrations caused by buildings, walls,
sheds, fence posts, elc or anything heavy sitfing on the ground or buried under the
surface.

Install repellents in areas that maximise the snake's conact with the soil / ground. Avoid
installing repelients in thick spongy grass surfaces and thickly mulched areas.




Maintenance

Check your repellents to ensure they are working properly. Stand next to the repellent and
wait up to 60 seconds. You should hesr the vibrafion when it triggers.

Solar models require & regular wipe of the solar pansl
o keep the surface clean. Afthe siar of each snake
zegson replace the rechargeabls bettery. Unscrew
the beitery door. Pull out the befiery and inzert a new
NiCad AA battery with a capacity between B0O0mAH
and 1200mAH. The *+ " terminal is marked inside

the case. NOTE: New batteries will require a day fo
charge.

Storage
With the Solar Rapelients, disconnect the cable inside the Vibration Tube (reverse step 4

on page 5). For the Battery Repellents, you must remove the batteries during storage to
evoid damage from battery leakapge.

Troubleshooting Guide

The zolar repeilent runs oul of power at night. Why?

oeveral days of confinuous dood might be the cause but the repeliznt should be working
during the day. Check the solar panel is clean and receiving full sun for ai least 6 hours a
day without eny shadowing. Bemember to replace the rechargeable baliery each segson.
If you see the Premium maodel's garden light go off during the evening be aware that it is
on & imer and illuminates while the battery is good,

The solar repelient is nol working?

Check to ensure the cable from the Vibrator Tube is plugged securely into the Sodar Head
{see photo page 3). Try cheming and instelfing & new rechargeable battery. Try moving
the switch back-and-forth sbout 5-10 fimes io clean the intermal contacts.




The ballery repellent has waler inside?

Check the nubber seal against the cap and if damaged replace if. Some balieries may
dischamge Sguid when old, particularty if not an ALKALINE type or some cheaper brand of
ALKALINE type battery.

The baltery repelfeni is nol working?
Try & new ==t of batteries. Make sure boih bafteries are placed with the positive ferminal
faced dowmwand. Make sure the black pull tab iz not pressing egeinst the spring contact

Proper Use

Radent Control

Most snekes eat rodents and birds. Reducing rodents will reduce the desire for znakes o
wisit your garden. Theretore, remove potential food sources thal may atfract rodents, .0
tallen fruit, compost scraps, uneaten pet food, ete. Il you keep birds, take care not 1o
|eave excess seed accessible to rodents. Visit your local hardware store if you need a
humane solulion to.deal with excess rodent numbers.

Garden Mainfenance
onakes may prefer to move through the protective cover of long grass. Regularly cut your

prass!

Do not inadvertently create living or hiding areas for snakes, &.g. wood piles, rock piles,
stared building materials, corrugated iron, gtc.

If working in the ganden, protect yoursell with appropriate clothing, footwear and
protective gear.

anake Bites

In Australia, there are about 3000 snake bites per year. Many cases of snake bite ocour
when people try 1o handle, catch or kill @ snake. Snakes can be active any time of day, even
later in the evening, 50 be extra vigilant at night.

First Aid
A bite froma sneke can be [fe threatening. Seek medical Ireatment as zoon as possible.
The bite site may be painless, Symploms may incleds;

= Within 1h: Headache (an important symptom), imitability, sensitivity to light,
nausea, vomiting, diarrhoea, confusion; coagulation abnormalities; occasionally
sudden ypotenoion wih loss of consciousness.

* 1-3 hrs: Cranial nerve paralysis (plosis, diplopia, dysphagia elc), abdominal pain,
haemobglobinuria, hypertension, tachycardia, haemormrhags.

FAQ

How many repellents do I need?

Every home and garden is different, so there is no straightforward answer. Take time to
undersiand the Insiallation Guide on page 5. Then sketch out & plan of your property and
identify the best overlapping areas for the repeBents.

Do Sureguard Snake Repellenis make a noige?

All brands of sneke repelient emit both vibretion and some audble sound. The deterrent

effect iz from the vibration. i the repellenis are not installed comeclly the sound may be
mare moticeable and the vibrafion intensity in the soil will be less (refer to page 6).

| saw a znake moving off in the direclion of a repellent, why ?

To explain this behaviour you need to understand the psychology of how the product works
and a concept in psychology called the “fight or fight rsponse” (see Wikipadia). When a
snake is casually moving through the environment and starts 1o detect the vibration, it
choozes not 1o go thers because the snake does not know if it is dangerous or not. But if
the snake is casualy moving foward the protected area end is stariled by an animal or
human it may continue through the protected zone. This s & natural “fight response”.

Do Suwreguard Snake Repelienis repel lizards, eq. Bive Tongoes, efc. ?
Mo, they ane designed for snakes and there is no evidence of kzards being aftected.

Do Swrequard Snake Repelients repef frogs, toads, birds, peis_ efc ?

Mo, they are only designed for snakes.

Lan snakes gel used fo the wibralion =0 it becomes less effective?

Repeated exposure 1o the vibretion could lessen the deterrent. In psychology this i called
desensifization. In praciice this seems rare becsuss the smake moves oud of e area.
However, take care not to inadvertently trap the snake in the protected area. For example,
one Surcguand cuztomer hed & snake inder & house slab. The repelient had been placed at
the entrance of the hole. The snake did not come out for weeks, obviously feeling trapped,
but evenhrally overcome its fear and went past the repellent. This is desensitisation. |t would
have been betier to wai for the snake 1o et the hole end then kstall the repellent.

Can snakes be cavghf inside the profective boundary?
i is possible. If you already have snakes living in your garden. you should consider having
them profeszionally remioved before installing the repelients. Another sirafegy is to install the
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repelient centrally, say around the house area, then week by week move them further away
undil you have them-all moved to your property boundary.

Do the repelients work on all snakes?

Sureguand Snake Pepellenis are inlended for snakes moving along the ground. A python
maoving off a tree onto your aviary won't be deterred. Similarly, trée snakas won't be
affected. Juvenile snakes may respond poory. Sureguard do not recommend using
repellents against species Acanthophiz antarciicus (Common Death Adder). Unlike other
snakes that tend to move away from human activity, the Death Adder's method of hunting
by ambush means it tends o stay hidden. (Reference: Wikipedia - Acanthophis).

| found a smake sunning ilself on some garden steps. Why wasa T if repelled?
Carefully analyse how the snake may have travelled to that poin. Remember, the repellents
won't aflect a smake maving on hard surfaces. For example, Sureguard had a customer call
our technical department for assistance. Repellents had been installed around the whole
back yard bui 5 snake laier found iis wey to the beck door. A 2m section of concreie
pathway was unprotected st the properly boundary because the repellent was on the wrong
side of the pathway. it was effectively a hole in the boundary which the snake happenzd to
come through then fravel on the concrete pathway to the back door, The solufion was io
place the repellent on the other side of the pathway.

I have a snake in my roof, can | place the repelfeni there?
Mo. Do not hang them an the roof or guiter, or on trees or other structures.
