Clearances Surrounding The BBQ

BBQ Ventilation Requirements 

The BBQ must be installed in such a way so that 
the gas cylinder storage area or the gas supply 
bayonet connection point have permanent 
separation from the BBQ body i.e. A fixed panel 
beneath the BBQ that totally separates the BBQ 
from the gas supply area. This is a requirement 
designed to reduce the possibility of a fire arising 
from a gas leak from either the gas supply or the 
BBQ.
The gas cylinder or the gas supply bayonet point 
if housed inside a cupboard or similar like area,  
must have a minimum of 200 square centimetres 
of fresh air ventilation at the top of the storage 
cupboard and also at the base of the storage 
cupboard.
The Horizon BBQ also requires 200 square 
centimetres of ventilation at the base of the BBQ 
for fresh air to enter into the firebox of the BBQ.
A clearance of 50mm below the base of the 
BBQ and the top of any combustible cupboard 
or separation panel is required.

NOTE

The cut out measurement required for the installation of 
the Horizon BBQ into a benchtop is below:

For Non-Combustible Material surround

Clearances surrounding the BBQ to combustible 
materials are as follows:

Minimum Top Clearance - Allow 800mm from the 
cooking surface.

Minimum Side and Base Clearances - Allow 50mm 
clearance from either side and the base of the BBQ.

Minimum Rear Clearance - Allow 100mm clearance 
from the back of the BBQ and the rear wall.

For alternative types of installation, contact your 
nearest dealer.

The manifold is factory fitted at the back on the right-
hand side. Manifold diameter is 20mm square tube. 
The distance from the BBQs manifold inlet connection 
point to the base of the BBQ body 90mm.

Do not block any air vents or openings in the body 
of the BBQ.

Allow fresh air to circulate into the bottom of the BBQ.

A Minimum 200 square centimetres of ventilation is 
required below the BBQ.The roasting hood is flush with the back of the BBQ 

when open. The flat lid is 35mm high when shut 
and 510mm high when open.
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
