OVERVIEW

This series of pipe hooks can be supplied with or
without shackles. They are designed to use US spec
RR-C-271B (green pin) shackles. The hooks can be
supplied with a thick polyurethane coating that will
protect the pipe ends. Note. Polyurethane coated hooks
have a 6mm reduction in wall thickness handling
capacities.

CORRECT USE

- Never try to lift a load with a wall thickness larger or
smaller than specified.

- Never use the hooks with a larger or smaller sling
angle than specified.

- Never exceed the maximum working load limit.

- The hooks must be used in pairs on a two-leg sling
to lift pipes and tubes in a horizontal position.

- They are not suitable for use on endless slings or
slings with unequal leg lengths.

FITTING
- Place the hooks into the ends of the pipe and hold
them in position until weight is applied.

LIFTING

- Never stand under a suspended load and if guiding
a load by hand always place the palm of the hand
on top of the load.

- Never grip the load with fingers on the underside.

- Always stand clear when lifting or lowering.

- Position the hoist above the drop point. DO NOT try
to push or pull the load into a position that the
normal hoist travel cannot reach.

LOWERING
- Lower the load slowly and gently.
- Take care when lowering that the load will be stable.

GENERAL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

- Never fast lower, always gely lift and lower.

- Never manoeuvre loads over anybody.

- Always keep a record of inspections and repairs.

- Take care when lowering to ensure that the load will
be stable when it lands.

- Take care not to lower the load onto feet or legs.

INSPECTION

- Inspect the hooks regularly for signs of wear; signs
of overloading; damage and for wear of the coating
if fitted.
