1. Loosen the furthest front bolt holding the driver side factory convertible brace using a 3/8” drive ratchet
and 13mm deep socket. Loosen the bolt so there is about a V2" — 12" gap between the bolt head and the
brace. Do not remove the bolt completely. Remove the factory driver side convertible brace by removing
the remaining 7 bolts, working your way from front to rear; then slightly lowering the brace and sliding it

rear wards.

NOTE: The use of a soap and water solution may aid in the removal of the hanger grommets.
Repeat REMOVAL STEPS 6-8 for the passenger side.

9. Remove both the driver and passenger side hanger grommet assemblies from the rear mufflers using
grommet pullers or a similar device. Set aside the hanger grommet assemblies to be reused in
INSTALL STEP 2.

IMPORTANT: Carefully and thoroughly de-burr the stock tunnel muffler (resonator) outlet pipes from any
burrs and sharp edges. This is important as any burrs will prevent the stock to axle-back adapters from
sliding over the stock exhaust pipes. This concludes the factory exhaust system removal.

1. Locate the two tunnel outlet adapters, along with two 2 1%“ clamps. Install the clamps on the 2 '%* end of
the adapter so that the bolt is vertical with the nut towards the ground and the bolt is towards the inside
of the vehicle. Slide the adapters over the factory tunnel muffler outlet pipes and tighten the clamps
using the ratchet and 15mm deep socket, until the adapters are snug on the pipes. The notches on the 2
¥2* end of the adapters should be parallel to the ground. WARNING: DO NOT over tighten the clamps
as this may oval the 3” end of the adapter, making further installation more difficult.

2. Locate the passenger side axle pipe assembly,
and the hanger grommet assembly removed
during REMOVAL STEP 9 of the stock exhaust
removal process.

12. Locate the convertible bracing and all fasteners set aside in REMOVAL STEP 2 of the stock exhaust
removal process. Reinstall the convertible bracing. Installation is reverse of removal. Refer to
REMOVAL STEPS 1-2. Installation complete.

NOTE: During cold weather start-ups, you may experience an exhaust sound that is deeper and louder in
tone than usual. This is temporary and will diminish to normal levels once your engine has reached its
normal operating temperature.

NOTE: Immediately following the installation of your exhaust system, you may experience a trace of smoke
after initial start-up. DO NOT be alarmed. The smoke is caused by the burning of a small amount of forming
oil residue used in the manufacturing process.

NOTE: Itis strongly suggested that all clamps be checked and tightened after road testing the vehicle once
the system has cooled.
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
