OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
1) SET UP YOUR KING CEMENT MIXER ON A LEVEL SURFACE.
2) USE AT LEAST A 14 GAUGE 3 PRONG GROUNDED EXTENSION CORD TO PLUG IN YOUR
CEMENT MIXER. A MEAVIER GAUGE MAY BEE REQUIRE IF YOU NEED A CORD LONGER
THAN 50 FEET.
3) LOAD THE MIXER WITH CONCRETE MIX, SAND AND WATER WHILE IT IS RUNNING. BE
CAREFUL NOT TO GET WATER ON THE MOTCR OR ELECTRICAL PARTS.
4) POUR THE MIXED CONCRETE BY LIFTING THE DUMP HANDLE WHILE THE MACHINE IS
RUNNING. BE SURE TO POUR THE MIX SLOWLY AND SMOQTHLY TO AVOID TILTING THE
MIXER OVER.
5) IF THE MOTOR OVER HEATS IT WILL SHUT OFF. IT HAS A THERMAL PROTECTION
SWITCH. UNPLUG THE MACHINE AND LET IT COOL DOWN FOR 15 MINUTES. THEN PLUG IT
IN AND PRESS THE START SWITCH. IF IT DOES NOT START CHECK YOUR CIRCUIT
BREAKER AND EXTENSION CORD. IF YOU STILL HAVE A PROBLEM CONTACT YOUR

DISTRIBUTOR.
6) TO MOVE YOUR MIXER LIFT IT AND PULL IT WITH THE REAR LEG OF THE STAND WHILE

HOLDING THE DUMP HANDLE. NEVER TRY TO MOVE IT WHEN IT IS LOADED. IT WILL BE
TO HEAVY AND MAY TILT OVER.

MAINTENANCE

1) CLEAN YOUR MIXER AFTER EACH USE. WHEN WASHING THE MIXER DO NOT TO GET
WATER IN THE MOTOR. ALSO, BE SURE THE MACHINE IS UNPLUGGED.

2) KEEP ALL THE MOVING PARTS LIGHTLY GREASED.

3) CHANGE THE GEAR BOX OIL EVERY 3000 HOURS OF OPERATION. USE SAE-40 OIL. YOU
MAY NEVER HAVE TO CHANGE THE OIL AS 3000 HOURS IS A LOT OF MIXING TIME.

4) MAKE SURE THE BREATHER OPENINGS ON THE END OF THE MOTOR ARE OPEN AND
CLEAN OF AND DEBRIS. IF THEY ARE BLOCKED THE MOTOR WILL OVER HEAT AND THE
MACHINE WILL SHUT DOWN.

MOVING YOUR CEMENT MIXER

1) DISCONNECT THE POWER CORD.

2) THE MIXER MUST BE EMPTY WHEN YOU
MOVE IT.

3) LIFT THE MIXER WITH THE REAR SUPPORT
(TONGUE) HANDLE OF THE FRAME AND
HOLD THE DUMP HANDLE. PULL THE
MACHINE TO THE DESIRED LOCATION,
