With the help of a friend, place the rack (A) on top of the brackets and align it according to the
brackets.

Note: To prevent seizing, add grease (N) to bolt threads before adding second washer and lock nut. Use
grease ONLY on bolts with lock nuts (also the front adjustable brackets).

Remove the plastic on the bottom of the adjustable brackets and place on the plastic roof
channel trim. Slide the bolt (J) and washer (L) (See figure 4) through the rack slotted plates
and insert washer (L) and nylon lock nut (K).

Note: The top bolt is preassembled with the bracket. You may choose not to use the adhesive if you prefer.

Adjust the height of the
adjustable  bracket anad
tighten the preassembled
hardware, then tighten the
bolt on top. Repeat steps for
the 2nd adjustable bracket .

Note: Tighten all bolts using a
13mm or 1/2" wrench or
socket. Remember to add
grease (N) on bolt threads
before inserting into lock nuts.

Finally, tighten all roof bolts to the recom-
mended torque 55 in-Ib. You can try 13mm
or 1/2" wrench or socket.
