On each step read the
instructions and analyze
the illustrations thoroughly
before proceeding to do the
assembly.

Make sure you
understand which
hardware will be used on
each step. Using the
wrong size of screw, bolt
or pin might strip the
threads or cause damage
to the part in which it is
being used.

To avoid misalignments, 
always leave the screws
loose and tighten
them until all pieces are
positioned correctly.

Do not overtighten
or force the screws as
they might break, strip,
damage the threads of
the holes or get stuck
inside the part.

Sometimes the laminate might cover
partially or entirely the hole on a panel. If there
is no visible hole for the screw, pass and press
the tip of your finger over the area where the
hole should be located to feel the indentation,
and once found, carefully pierce the laminate to
reveal the hole underneath.

If the hole seems too small for the screw,
first make sure you are using the correct size of
screw and that it’s been installed in the correct
hole. If the hole still appears to be too small,
carefully pierce the laminate to reveal the
hole’s actual size.

IMPORTANT: The measurements given here should make the holes on the wall coincide with 
the holes on the metallic supports, however, there is always a small chance that they might not 
exactly coincide by mere millimeters. You should always check and compare the measurements 
on the supports against the markings on the wall before drilling any holes.

Ÿ Select the height you want to fix the product on your wall.
Ÿ Use a pencil (not included) to mark on the wall where it would be the bottom left hole.
Ÿ From this marking, use a measuring tape and a lever (not included) to find and mark the left 

top hole. We recommend measuring in millimeters for better accuracy. 
Ÿ In the same manner, find and mark on the wall the right top and right bottom holes.
Ÿ Verify that the markings on the wall coincide with the holes on the unit.
Ÿ Once the markings are verified, use a power driller with Ø6mm drill bit (not included) to make 

the 4 holes on the wall.
Ÿ After drilling the holes, use a hammer (not included) to insert the anchors.
