« The Hopper picnic legs are cut out of an aluminium or metal sheet nearly
without any loss of material.

« Hopper combo allows you to add more seating comfort with Captain’s chairs,
and allows kids in a kids chair or people in a wheelchair to join the company.

Important

« Use our packaging material for better support to attach the legs to the tabletop.
1. Leave the box on the pallet.
2. Remove the lid of the box.
3. Take the legs out of the box.

4. Put the lid back on the box.
5. Put the tabletop on top of the box.
6. Assemble the Hopper combo.

« Clean regularly with mild detergent.
« Thorough cleaning with Extremis Wood Cleaner.

« In order to smoothen the surface again after a thorough cleaning, lightly sand

your wood with 80 grit sanding paper or a sanding pad.
