These
differences are to be expected as individual characteristics of the material and inject
personality into the item. Our stone is treated with a protective coating however all spills
should be cleaned quickly to avoid stains.

* Wipe spills immediately with a damp, clean cloth to avoid staining, as stone is
naturally porous, the longer the spill remains, the harder it is to remove.

* We recommend that you use mats and coasters to protect your marble and stone
from heat, scratches and permanent marks.

* Stone is a natural product of the earth and must be cleaned with gentle cleaners.
Do not use scouring cream or scouring pads, as they may scratch the surface.
Never use acidic or abrasive cleaners or vinegar on either stone or marble
surfaces.
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
