- After purchasing product, make sure to check that all components are enclosed.

- Applying excessive force to product during installation may cause damages.

- Use of damaged products may result in safety accidents. Use after receiving appropriate measures at the place of purchase or service center.
- The floor on which the product will be installed must be flat and firm, and the following conditions must be avoided.

(Slippery areas or places with sand, gravel or inclines where there is risk of the pegs falling out)

- When selecting the campsite, avoid areas with risk of sudden floods, rockslides, fallen trees, lightning, landslides, avalanches, gales, and other

dangers to reduce risk of damages to product and injuries to users.

- Prolonged exposure to sunlight can result in discoloration of fabrics and reduced intensity, so avoid installing over long periods of time.
- Itis recommended to always install guy line and peg to enhance wind-resistance during rain or gusts. Please be reminded that failing to install guy

line and peg in this situation may place the product at greater risk of damage.

- Avoid use in poor weather conditions (typhoon, heavy rainfall, heavy snowfall, etc.).
- Do not set campfire or barbecue under or near the awning. There is high possibility of sparks burning holes into the fabric, and it may lead to fire.
- Take note that adjusting the awning leg to be too long can result in the leg falling out. When adjusting the length, be careful not to jam fingers

between the gaps in the legs or fabric.

- In the event that rain falls during use, adjust the end the awning to be situated lower than the main unit to prevent ponding of rainwater and to let it

flow downwards. If necessary, peg down the guy line on the webbing hook located in the middle of the ends of each awning to help with draining
rainwater.

- This product has a large area to which wind force applies to, so it is affected by wind more than you may feel and expect. Regularly check the peg

and guy line during use.

- Condensation is a phenomenon in which dew forms on the interior surface of the fabric when there is big temperature difference with the

outside and there is high humidity

- This product is normally used outdoors, and may be weak against condensation. And even if it is not a closed space, condensation may

occur on the inner part of the awning roof, and this is not a leak.

- Frequent ventilation is a good way to reduce condensation.

+ Maintaining the product in the wrong way can reduce the lifetime of the product.
- After use and before storing the product, dry it sufficiently in a well-ventilated shade and remove the contaminants with a soft brush or towel. If the

product is stored wet, it can cause problems such as mold, odor, color transfer, and hydrolysis of the fabric.

- If the product is stored for a long time, fold it loosely and store it in a well-ventilated place without direct sunlight. The enclosed storage bag is made

in small sizes to increase portability. It is not suitable for long-term storage because the product needs to be folded tightly.

- Do not store near heat sources or heating equipment. This causes deformation or breakage due to heat.
- Do not dry clean, do not machine wash. This may damage the fabric.

- This product was made through a strict quality management and inspection process, and the warranty period is one year.
- In the event that repairs are needed for performance or functional defects that occur during normal use after purchase, ikamper offers free repairs or

replacements for one year from the date of purchase.

- Warranty may not be available for damages or defects in the following cases.

- Normal wear and tear due to use

- Arbitrary repairs or modification to the product

- Deformation resulting from negligence during storage or use
- Discoloration due to UV exposure or poor maintenance
