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OPTION 1:
Mild soap and water

Always use a non-abrasive cloth when
cleaning to avoid dulling your surface.

Cosmetics

Staining resulting from cosmetic
products can make anyone panic.

Metals

(Kitchen Tools, Metal Pots and Knife Marks)

Noticing metal marks on a quartz
surface can often be confused for
scratches. Such metal marks can
be easily removed using simple

methods.

A white latex eraser. Delicately rub
the eraser on the affected area,

once the stain is gone, clean the
surface with one of the daily cleaning
solutions as recommended.*

*TIP:

When cleaning any surface, the rule
of thumb is to never apply pressure
that is heavier than the natural
weight of your hand. Otherwise, you
can cause dull spots.
