FAQ

Plasterboard Fixing Kit: 

Most Avenir accessories can be mounted onto plasterboard using the optional plasterboard fixing kit (sold separately). 

This includes a backing flange and expanding plasterboard toggles. This kit is always required for installation onto 

plasterboard, even if  studs are provided behind the plasterboard. 

Glass Fixing Kit: 

Most Avenir accessories can be mounted onto toughened glass provided both sides of  the glass are accessible (e.g. 

shower screens). Provision must be made for a single hole (10mm diameter) at each fixing location. The hole must be 

drilled prior to the glass being toughened. Please consult your glass supplier for more information. Avenir produces a 

glass fixing kit (sold separately) for this purpose.

OPTIONAL FIXING KITS

SUPPLIED FIXING KIT

The supplied fixing kit includes wall plugs, stainless steel screws, and a diamond drill bit. These are suitable for the 

below wall types. We suggest drilling the holes as far from the edge of  the tile as possible. It is not recommended to 

drill the fixing holes on the grout lines.

•  Masonry walls with or without tiles. 

•  Non-Masonry walls (stud walls) with tiles

Diamond Drill Bit 
Using the supplied diamond 

drill bit and the drilling 
fixture as a guide, drill 
pilot holes in the wall 

surface (depth10mm).

Using a 6.5mm spade drill 
bit, drill holes to suit wall 

plugs and screws.

Drilling Fixtures (x2) 
Insert into the cavities at the 
back of  the accessory and  
then stick to wall at desired 
location using a spirit level 

Accessory 
Fit the accessory onto the  
screw heads, ensuring the 
rubber locking inert is fitted 

into the back of  the accessory

Allan Key 
Insert the supplied allan key  

as shown and tighten the 
accessory to the wall

Double Sided Tape (x2) 
Apply to back of  
Drilling Fixture

Insert Wall Plugs 
Make sure the wall plugs  
DO NOT PROTRUDE the  
wall surface. Trim with a  

sharp blade if  necessary.

Screws 
Insert screws through rubber 
locking insert into wall plugs 

and screw up to the wall 
surface less about 10mm

Rubber Locking Insert
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Double Sided Tape (x2) 
Apply to back of  
drilling fixtures

Drilling Fixtures (x2) 
Insert into the cavities at the 
back of  the accessory and  
then stick to wall at desired 
location using a spirit level 

Insert Wall Plugs

Screws 
Insert screws into wall plugs 

and screw up to the wall 
surface, then back off  2mm. 

Make sure the wall plugs  
DO NOT PROTRUDE the  
wall surface. Trim with a  

sharp blade if  necessary.

Above Accessory 
Fit the accessory onto the  

screw heads

Allan Key 
Insert the supplied allan key  

as shown and tighten the 
accessory to the wall

Diamond Drill Bit 
Use supplied diamond drill 

bit and the drilling 
fixture as a guide, drill 
pilot holes in the wall 

surface (depth10mm).

Using a 6.5mm spade 
drill bit, drill holes to 
 suit wall plugs and  

screws.
