Guidelines for using extension cords

Make sure your extension cord is in good condition. When using an extension cord, be sure to use one
heavy enough to carry the current your product will draw. An undersized cord will cause a drop in line
voltage resulting in loss of power and overheating. The table below shows the correct size to be used
according to cord length and nameplate ampere rating. If in doubt, use the next heavier gauge. The
smaller the gauge number, the heavier the cord.

Make sure your extension cord is properly wired and in good condition. Always replace a damaged
extension cord or have it repaired by a qualified person before using it.

Protect your extension cords from sharp objects, excessive heat and damp or wet areas.

Use a separate electrical circuit for your tools. This circuit must not be less than a #12 wire and should be
protected with a 15 A time-delayed fuse. Before connecting the motor to the power line, make sure the
switch is in the OFF position and the electric current is rated the same as the current stamped on the motor
nameplate. Running at a lower voltage will damage the motor.

WARNING: This tool must be grounded while in use to protect the operator from electric
shock.




PERSONAL SAFETY

USING THE PRESSURE WASHER

WARNING: Impurities in the water can damage the high pressure pump and accessories.
All electric pressure washer (except hot water system) use the cold water. The suitable water
temperature is 0°Cto 40°C.

e Position the washer as CLOSE as possible to the water supply.
e The washer must be used on a secure and stable surface in a standing, upright position (Fig.7).
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Make sure the unit is switched off before plugging the unit into the power outlet.

Check that the electrical supply voltage and frequency (Volt/Hz) correspond to those specified on the
rating plate. If the power supply is correct, you may now plug the pressure washer into the power
outlet.

NOTE: The GFCI may need to be reset when first plugged into the electric outlet. Press the "Reset”
button until the power light indicator on the GFCI illuminates when plugged in (Fig. 8).

Turn the water supply tap on completely.

Make sure the safety lock is down and in its original position
(Fig.9) , then press the trigger for a few seconds until water flow
is steady. This will allow air to escape and discharge any residual
pressure in the hose.

Turn the ON/OFF switch to the ON position to start the pressure
washer(Fig.10) .

‘When re-starting the motor, always keep the trigger pressed.
NOTE: The motor only runs when the trigger is operated and shuts off when the trigger is released.

USING NOZZLES

Before beginning any cleaning task, determine the best nozzle for the job. Each of the nozzles has
a different spray pattern.

This electric pressure washer is equipped with four(4) Quick-Connect nozzles that easily snap onto the

Quick-Connect collar of the spray wand. The nozzle patterns are 40° (for gentle cleaning), 25° (for
all-purpose cleaning), 15° (for tough jobs), 0° (for spot cleaning or hard-to-reach areas).

CAUTION: NEVER change nozzles without locking the safety lock on the trigger handle.

WARNING: High-pressure jets can be dangerous if subject to misuse. The jet must not be
directed at persons, pets, live electrical equipment, or the appliance itself.

To connect a nozzle to the spray wand

Turn off the pressure washer and shut off the water supply.
Pull the trigger to release water pressure.

Engage the safety lock on the trigger handle .

Snap the desired nozzle onto the Quick-Connect collar until it
clicks into place (Fig.11).




To disconnect a nozzle from the spray wand

Turn off the pressure washer and shut off the water supply. Pull the trigger to release water pressure.
Engage the safety lock on the trigger handle .

Remove the nozzle by placing your hand over the nozzle while pulling back on the Quick-Connect
collar.

The nozzles can be stored on the back of the machine(Fig.12).

WARNING: Do not make changes to the nozzle while the trigger is engaged. Doing so could
result in damage to the pressure washer or injury to the user.

WORKING WITH DETERGENT

A WARNING: Use only detergents specifically designed for use with pressure washers.

DO NOT USE household detergents, acids, alkaline solutions, bleaches, solvents, flammable material,
or industrial grade solutions. These could damage the pressure washer. Many detergents may require
mixing prior to use. Prepare the cleaning solution as instructed on the solution bottle.

Remove the head with suction tube by unscrewing it. (Fig.13). T Spray wand

Fill the tank or mix as recommended by detergent instructions, and S Cliok

secure the head back into place.

Install the detergent tank on the spray wand. Quick-Connect Collar Detergent tank
Turn on the pressure washer. Pull the trigger to operate the unit.
When finished using the pressure washer, you must first drain and
rinse the detergent tank. Run the pressure washer until all of the soap
is drained from the detergent tank.

FINISH OPERATION

1. Turn off the water source.

2. Press the lever on the trigger gun to release any remaining pressure and water in the system.
3. Turn the switch to the OFF position and unplug the power cord from the outlet.
