When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions
should be followed to reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, and
injury to persons or property.

1. This unit must be positioned so that the plug is accessible.
Do not run cord over carpeting or other heat insulators. Do
not cover the cord. Keep cord away from traffic areas, and
do not submerge in water. No other appliance should be
plugged into the same outlet and ensure that the plug is fully
inserted into the receptacle.

2. The use of extension cord is not recommended as it may
overheat and cause a risk of fire. If you must use an
extension cord, use 1.5 mm? minimum size and rated no less
than 1875 watts.

3. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the
manufacturer or its service agent or a similarly qualified
person in order to avoid a hazard.

4. Repair or replace immediately all electric service cords that
have become frayed or otherwise damaged. Do not use a
cord that shows cracks or abrasion damage along its
length, the plug or the connector end.

5. Disconnect the mains plug from the supply socket when not
in use for a long term, where supply connection is via mains

plug.

Never unplug you unit by pulling on the power cord. Always
grasp the plug firmly and pull straight out from the outlet.
Do not use your unit outdoors. Keep the unit away from
direct sunlight and make sure that there is at least 5 cm of
space between the back of your unit and wall. Keep
ventilation opening in the appliance enclosure or in the built-
in structure, clear of obstruction.

If the unit is brought in from outside in the colder weather,
give it a few hours to warm up to room temperature before
plugging it in.

WARNING: This appliance must be earthed. Use the proper
power source according to the nameplate.

WARNING: Keep ventilation openings, in the appliance
enclosure or in the built-in structure, clear of obstruction.
WARNING: Do not use mechanical device or other means
to accelerate the defrosting process, other than those
recommended by the manufacturer.

BEFORE FIRST USE

Remove all packaging material. This includes the foam base and
all adhesive tape holding the refrigerator accessories inside and
outside.

Inspect and remove any remains of packing, tape or printed
materials before powering on the refrigerator.

Before connecting the unit to the power source, let it stand
upright for approximately 2 hours. This will reduce the possibility
of a malfunction in the cooling system from handling during

transportation.

Clean the interior surface with lukewarm water using a soft cloth.

CAUTION: Risk of fire or explosion due to punctured refrigerant

tubing. Flammable refrigerant used. Handle with care when moving

the refrigerator to avoid either the refrigerant tubing or increasing the

risk of a leak.

Leveling your Refrigerator

1;

Your refrigerator has two leveling legs located at the front bottom
corners of your refrigerator. After properly placing your refrigerator

in its final position, you can level your refrigerator.

Leveling legs can be adjusted by turning them counterclockwise
to raise your refrigerator or by turning them clockwise to lower
your refrigerator. The refrigerator door will close easier when the

leveling legs are extended.



Installing your Refrigerator

e This appliance is designed to be free standing only and should not
be recessed or built-in.

e Place your unit on a floor that is strong enough to support the unit
when it is fully loaded.

¢ To ensure your refrigerator works at the maximum efficiency it
was designed for, install it in a location where there is proper air

circulation, plumbing and electrical connections.

The following are recommended clearances around the

refrigerator:

Sides — %4” (19 mm)
Top — 2" (50 mm)
Back — 2” (50 mm)

e Locate the unit away from direct sunlight and sources of heat
(stove, heater, radiator, etc.). Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic
coating and the heat source may increase electrical consumption.
Extreme cold ambient temperatures may also cause the unit not to
perform properly.

¢ Avoid locating the unit in moist areas.

¢ Plug the unit into an exclusive, properly installed-grounded wall
outlet. Avoid the use of three-pronged adaptors and do not under
any circumstances cut or remove the third (ground) prong from the
power cord. Any questions concerning power and/or grounding

should be directed toward a certified electrician.



o After plugging the appliance into a wall outlet, allow the unit to cool
down for 2-3 hours before placing food in the refrigerator and
freezer compartments.

WARNING: USE OF EXTENSION CORDS - POTENTIAL SAFETY
HAZARD

Avoid the use of an extension cord because of potential safety
hazards under certain conditions. If it is necessary to use an
extension cord, use only a 3-wire extension cord that has a 3-blade
grounding plug and a 3-slot outlet that will accept the plug. The
marked rating of the extension cord must be equal to or greater than
the electrical rating of the appliance. DO NOT USE EXTENSION
CORDS LONGER THAN 12 FT.

Aligning the Freezer Door

1. Remove the top hinge

cover.

2. Loosen the top hinge
screws using a Phillips
screwdriver.

3. Adjust the door or put a E— ;‘53'
spacer in between and

then tighten the screws. h’m ‘ “

4. Replace the top hinge cover.




USING YOUR REFRIGERATOR

Setting the Temperature Control

e The temperature control setting range is from ‘0’ to ‘7°.

e Turning the temperature control to ‘0’ stops the cooling in both the
refrigerator and freezer compartments.

e The freezer compartment temperature is preset and cannot be
controlled by the thermostat.

¢ The first time you turn the unit on, set the temperature control to ‘4’
and allow 24 hours before adjusting the temperature to suit your
needs.

NOTE: /f the refrigerator has been placed in a horizontal or tilted
position for any duration, wait 24 hours before plugging the unit.

Removing or Replacing the Slide-out Shelves

¢ Gently tilt then shelf up and slide forward to remove shelf.

e Toreplace, gently slide the shelf back in.
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Using the Ice Cube Tray

e Recommended temperature setting for
making ice is ‘6.

¢ Fill the ice cube tray two thirds with water
place the tray on the bottom of the freezer
compartment.

e Dry the tray thoroughly before placing;
otherwise, it may stick to the bottom of the
freezer.

¢ To remove the ice cubes from the tray,
place tray over an ice bucket and twist
slightly.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

WARNING: To avoid electric shock, always unplug your
refrigerator before cleaning. Not doing so may result in injury or
death.

Cleaning the Exterior

Clean your refrigerator with lukewarm soapy water and a soft cloth.
Rinse with clean water and then wipe the surface with a soft, clean

cloth to remove any soap residue.

Cleaning the Interior

Prepare a cleaning solution of 3-4 tablespoons of baking soda
mixed with warm water. Use a sponge or soft cloth, dampened

with the cleaning solution, to wipe the inside surfaces.

Clean the shelves and drawer with a soft cloth and warm soapy

water.

Rinse, then thoroughly dry all surfaces and removable parts. Avoid

getting water on refrigerator controls.

Keep the interior of your refrigerator always clean by promptly and
thoroughly wiping up any food spills.

Do not use harsh chemicals, abrasives, ammonia, chlorine bleach,
concentrated detergents, solvents or metal scouring pads. Some
of these chemicals may dissolve, damage and/or discolor your

refrigerator.

Defrosting your Refrigerator

For maximum energy efficiency, defrost freezer compartment

whenever frost accumulates to a thickness of 1/4" or more on the

freezer walls.

To defrost, remove food and shelves from the refrigerator.

Turn temperature control setting to ‘0°. Defrosting may take a few
hours. To speed up defrost time, keep the door open and place a

bowl of warm water in the freezer.
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3. During the defrost, water will accumulate. Use a towel to wipe off

excess dripping water. Do not leave unattended.

4. After defrosting, discard water and wipe down the interior of the

freezer and refrigerator.
5. You may now reset your refrigerator to the desired temperature.

CAUTION: Do not use boiling water because it may damage the
plastic parts. In addition, never use a sharp or metallic instruments to
remove frost as it may damage the cooling coils and will void the

warranty. It is recommended to use the supplied plastic scraper.

Power Interruptions

Occasionally, there may be power interruptions due to thunderstorms
or other causes. Remove the power cord from AC outlet when a power
outage occurs. When power has been restored, plug power cord to AC
outlet.

If outage occurs for a prolonged period, inspect and discard spoiled or
thawed food in freezer and refrigerator. Clean refrigerator before
turning on.

Care During Vacations

e Leave the unit operating during vacations of less than three
weeks.

¢ For longer vacations or absences, remove all food and unplug the

power cord. Clean and dry the interior thoroughly. To prevent
odor and mold growth, leave the door slightly opened.

Energy-Saving Tips

e The unit should be located in the coolest area of the room, away

from heat producing appliances, and out of the direct sunlight.

¢ Let hot foods cool to room temperature before placing in the un
Overloading the unit forces the compressor to run longer.

¢ Be sure to wrap foods properly, and wipe containers dry befo

it.

re

placing them in the unit. This cuts down on frost build-up inside

the unit.

¢ Refrigerator bins should not be lined with aluminum foil, wax paper,

or paper toweling. Liners interfere with cold air circulation, making

the unit less efficient.

e Organize and label food to reduce door openings and extended

searches. Remove as many items as needed at one time, and

close the door as soon as possible.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Unit does not operate.

Check if unit is plugged in.
Check if circuit breaker has tripped.

Check if temperature control is set at '0’
position.

Refrigerator temperature
is too warm.

Door is frequently opened.

Allow time for recently added warm food
to reach refrigerator temperature.

Check gaskets for proper seal.

Adjust temperature control to colder
setting.

Refrigerator temperature
is too cold.

Adjust temperature control to warmer
setting and allow several hours for
temperature to adjust.

Unit seems to make too
much noise.

The rattling noise may come from the
flow of the refrigerant, which is normal.

As each cycle ends, you may hear
gurgling sounds caused by the flow of
refrigerant in your unit.

Contraction and expansion of the inside
walls may cause popping and crackling
noises.

If a
product covered by this warranty is determined to be defective
within the warranty period, TYLR will repair or replace the defective
part with a new or remanufactured part free of charge subject to
terms and conditions stated herein.

To obtain warranty service, proof of purchase in the form of a sales
invoice or copy thereof is required to show that a product is within
the warranty period. If any one of the documents cannot be
produced, corresponding fees for labor and replacement parts will
be charged.

Parts and Labor
