THE MRT POWER PLATE HAS BEEN INSTALLED, DOING SO WILL CAUSE YOUR CHECK ENGINE LIGHT TO ILLUMINATE AND 

MAY NEED TO BE RESET BY AN OEM DEALER. 

STEP 1: Remove factory NPP/AFM valve from exhaust using an 10mm wrench. (fig 1)

STEP 2: Install the MRT Power Plate™ inner plate, NOTE:  THE TAB ON THE INNER PLATE POINTS UP. (fig 2).

STEP 3: Install the MRT Power Plate™ outer plate NOTE THE TAB ON THE INNER PLATE FITS IN THE SLOT OF OUTER PLATE.

STEP 4:  Secure outer plate to factory valve motor with supplied 7MM nut and bolt, with spacer between outer plate and 
factory valve.  Lock tite is recommended when installing nut to bolt.  Take care to not over tighter causing the spacer to 
crush. (fig 4).

STEP 5: Plug the AFM/ dual mode exhaust valve to the factory harness, retain valve in a safe location where it is not going 
to contact any moving parts.
