The press must be operated on a hard, level surface, away from its edges
to prevent accidental tipping over.

Work area must be kept clean, tidy, and free of obstructions to the press
moving parts.

Always attach the power cord to the press first, then plug it into the wall
outlet.

To unplug the press, turn OFF the power switch, only then remove the plug
from the outlet.

DO NOT touch the press’s hot surfaces. Use heat-resistant gloves or tools.
Care must be exercised as serious burns can occur from touching hot
platens.

Keep your hands and other body parts away from the moving parts to
prevent injury.

This press comes with a power cord that fits into a standard household
3-prong outlet (110V American market and 220V European market). DO
NOT attempt to use the equipment with a two-prong electrical cord or any
other way without proper grounding.

DO NOT exceed the rated capacity.

PREPARING 1. Prepare materials you wish to press. Please see PRESSING TIPS (https://
AND bit.ly/2YuM8pR) for more information.

STARTING 2. Make sure all switches and controls of the press kit are turned off.

PRESS KIT 3. Insert the AC power cord that came with the product into the controller AC
power cord socket G and then plug its other end into an electrical outlet
(110V USA/ 220V EUR).

Line the press arbor plates with a silicone mat, if used.

Position the plate unit @ on top of the mat, if used, or directly on the arbor
plates.

Align the plate unit Q so that it is centered with the press ram.

Position the digital controller @ on a sturdy, easily reachable surface. Tip:
The controller’s magnetic feet will attach to any metal surface, horizontal or
vertical, such as the press frame or a side of the press apron. Make sure
the control panel @ and ON/OFF switch @ are easily accessible.

8. Flip the ON/OFF switch @ on the controller. The control panel @ lights

SETTING The control panel @ is used to set press temperature, temperature scale, and
CONTROL timer. In a regular operating mode, the display’s top two lines show the current
PANEL temperature of the upper and lower platens and the bottom line - the set time.

Please follow the steps below to record the desired settings:

1. Press SET button on the control panel (Fig. 1) to go to the temperature
setting mode for the top platen.

2. Press Up @ or Down buttons to select the desired temperature (Fig.
2). The selected temperature is shown on the upper line of the display.

Tip: Enter the temperature either in °F or °C; you will be able to select the
temperature scale later.

Press SET button again (Fig. 3) to go to the temperature setting mode for
the bottom platen.

. Press Up (&) or Down @ buttons to select the desired teerature (Fig.

4). The selected temperature is shown on the lower line of the display.

Press SET button again (Fig. 5) to go to the timer setting mode.
Press Up @ or Down @ buttons to select the desired time in seconds
(Fig. 6).

Press SET button to go to the temperature scale selection mode (Fig. 7).
Tip: Depending on your machine’s default settings, you may either see “F”
or “C” on the display indicating the currently selected temperature scale (°F
or °C).

Press Up @ or Down @ buttons to select either °F or °C (Fig. 8) OR skip
this step if you are satisfied with the current selection.

Press SET button once more (Fig. 9) to record all control panel’s settings.

The platens start heating, and the heating icons are now displayed on the
screen (Fig. 10).

Wait until the platens heat up to the desired temperature (Fig. 11). Tip:
Once heating is finished, the heating icons are turned off.

Position the material you wish to press in the center of the bottom platen Q
exercising extreme caution since the plate unit is hot.

Activate the press lowering the ram onto the plate unit@ and pushing the
top platen @ towards the bottom one. Continue lowering the ram until you
reach the desired pressure between the platens.

Press TIMER button on the control panel to start the countdown (Fig. 12).
The timer icon and countdown are now shown on the lower line of the
display.

Wait until the countdown ends and the press starts beeping.

Press TIMER button again to turn off the timer and stop beeping.

Carefully release the ram pressure lifting up the shaft and the top platen@.
Remove the pressed material using heat resistant gloves or tools and
exercising extreme caution.

TURNING OFF
PRESS KIT

Flip the ON/OFF switch @ to turn off the press kit when done pressing.
Unplug and then disconnect the AC power cord from the press Kkit.

Wait until the plate unit @) cools down.

Remove the controller and the plate unit from the press.

Wait until the the press kit cools down completely to clean and store it.
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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (continued)

CLEANING 1. Make sure the press plates are completely cooled down before cleaning.
PRESS PLATES 2. Apply a small amount of alcholol to a clean cloth and wipe down the plates
until clean. Use rubbing alcohol that contains at least 80% by volume of
isopropyl alcohol.
3. Wipe plates with a dry clean cloth.
4. Repeat these steps for cleaning all associated tools.
