HOW TO DEAL WITH A MOTOR JAM

To remedy a motor jam in your coffee grinder, follow

these steps:

1. Turn off the grinder using the Power Switch (15);

2. Disconnect the grinder from the power source,
remove the lid, and empty any remaining coffee
beans;

. Reconnect the grinder to the power source, set the
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motor speed to 1600 rpm, adjust the grind setting to
a coarser level, and switch the grinder back on.

Note: When grinding at low RPM, ensure a gradual feed
of coffee beans to minimize the risk of motor jamming.

HOW TO REDUCE STATIC

To minimize static in your ground coffee, follow these
simple steps using the fine mist water spray bottle
provided with the grinder:

1. Fill the spray bottle with water;

2. Measure your coffee beans in a dosing vessel
(refer to note), Spritz the beans with 1-2 pumps of
water using the spray bottle;

3. Shake or stir the beans, ensuring even distribution
of the water droplets;

4. Place the moistened beans into the grinder hopper
and commence grinding.

Note: Avoid using the dosing cup meant to catch the
ground coffee, as any remaining moisture in the cup may
cause the coffee grounds to stick.

Adjust the coarseness when there are no coffee beans in the

grinder and while the grinder motor is running.

1. The adjustment dial features a total of 90 grind setting, each with
a 3% angle.

2. Rotate the dial clockwise to achieve a finer grind.

3. Rotate the dial anticlockwise to achieve a coarser grind.

MOTOR SPEED ADJUSTMENT

1. Adjust the motor speed within the range of
300 to 1600 RPM,;

2. Increase the speed by 100 RPM increments

by turning the “speed adjust knob" (12)

clockwise. Decrease the speed by 100 RPM

increments by turning the "speed adjust

knob" (12) counterclockwise;

3. The motor speed can be adjusted both

before and after the motor starts.

DF83V COFFEE GRINDER INSTRUCTIONS

Follow these steps to use the grinder effectively:

Step 1: Plug in the grinder and turn on the power switch; the
speed display will light up;

Step 2: Set the desired grinding speed;

Step 3: Open the lid, place coffee beans in the hopper, and
press the start switch to activate the motor;

Step 4: Upon completion of the grinding process, press the
bellows to expel any residual coffee grounds (Normal working
duration should not exceed 45 seconds);

Step 5: After grinding, press the bellows again to blow out any
remaining coffee grounds (Normal working duration should not
exceed 45 seconds);

CLEANING PROCESS OF GRINDER

Follow these steps for effective cleaning of the grinder:
Step 1: Start the machine and use the bellows to clean residual
coffee grounds in the chamber, then power off;

Step 2: Safely disconnect the grinder from the power outlet;
Step 3: Remove the dial by turning it counterclockwise;

Step 4: Further, remove the indicating collar by turning it
counterclockwise;

Step 5: Pull out the front burr component;

Step 6: Utilize a dry brush or handheld vacuum to clean both
the burrs and the chamber;

Step 7: Remove the magnetic chute and clean it thoroughly
with a dry brush;

Step 8: Clean the powder outlet with a dry brush, avoiding
contact with your fingers due to the presence of the plasma
generator electric pin inside;

Step 9: Reassemble dll the parts in the reverse order.
