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2.3 Google Play

The Google Play Store brings together all your favourite apps & games, movies & TV shows, books, music, and
news & magazines in one place, so you can reach them from any of your devices.

To open the Play Store app, touch Play Store icon # .

If you purchased content in the Play Store in the past, you’ll automatically have access to this content on any

Dragging upwards will get rid of an app that was on the Top of split screen,
contrarily swiping downwards will get rid of app that was on the bottom of split
screen.

9.2 How to move your files/apps from your in-built memory to your SD card
This helps you free space on your device, so you can enjoy more apps, photos etc.
