How do | keep algae under control?

Minimize Sun Exposure

Shade for part of the day.
Half of the Pond is Comprised of Live Plants
Surfaces for Micro Organisms

Rocks, logs, meshes and sponges.
Algaecides — but NOT in hot weather.

Ultraviolet Sterilizer
High Quality Fish Food
No Qvercrowding or Qverfeeding
