The name of the corporation shall be "The Hindu Temple of Atlanta, Inc.'

2.

The corporation is organized pursuant to the provisions of the Georgia Non-profit

Corporation Code.

3.

The period of duratior, shall be perpetual.

4.

The Hindu Temple of Atlanta, inc. has been formed to provide an opportunity for

all devotees to inaintain, practice and promote the Hindu traditional form of worship.

The main objective of the Hindu Temple of Atlanta, Inc. is to build a Hindu temple.

Additional purposes for which the corporation is organized are ,s follows: to print,

bind, publish, circulate, distribute, buy, sell. and deal in books, pamphlets, circulars,

posters, newspapers, inagazines, literature, music, pictures, tickets, cards, advertise-

merits, letter and bill heads, envelopes, and blanks of every kind. To acquire, by

purchase or otherwise, turn to account, license the use of, assign, and deal with

copyrights and properties of every kind. To carry on a general printing, engraving,

lithographing, electrotyping, and publishing business in all the branches thereof.

5.

The method of election of directors shall be left to the by-laws.

6.

The method of raising and col?ection of funds to support the activities of the

corporation st all be left to the by-laws.

7.

Upon the dissolution of this corporation for any cause, the properties and assets

then in its possession shall be turned over to such successor organization, exempt with

the meaning of Sec. 50!(c) and 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 or

corresponding sections of any prior or future law, or to the Federal, State, or Local



government for exclusive public purpose, as the Board of Directors may determine; or

any in the absence of any successor organization, the properties or assets shall be

distributed to one or rriore orgartizations organized and operated exclusively for

charitable, religious, scientific, hterary, or education purposes within the meaning of

Sec. 501(c)(3), Internal Revenue Code, as the directors may determine. In no event

shall any property or asseth of this corporation ir,cre to the benefit of any individual

member, private shareholder or individual member, private s».-eholder or individual

within the meaning of Sec. 501(c)(3), internal Revenue Code, and no substantial part of

its activities which are not in furtherance of one or more of the purposes for which

it is organized.

7.(a)

Notwithstanding any other provision i,i 1, '-se articles, this corporation will not

carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on by (a) a cerporation exempt

from Federal income tax under section 501(c)(3) of the internal Revenue Code of 1954

or the corresponding provision of any future United States internal revenue law or (b)

a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under section 170(c)(2) of the

Internal Revenue Code of 1954 or any other corresponding provision of any future

United States internal revenue law.

7. (b)

Said corporation is organized exclusively for charitable, religious, educational, and

scientific purposes, including, for such purposes, the making of distributions to

organizations that qualify as exempt organizations under section 50!(c)(3) of the

Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United

States Internal Revenue Law).
