CLIP IN CORRECTLY. IF YOU HAVE ANY ISSUES WITH THE WIRES, PLEASE CONTACT JETSON CUSTOMER SUPPORT.
« TUCK ANY EXCESS WIRE INTO THE STEM TUBE AND SLIDE THE HANDLEBAR INTO THE STEM TUBE.

« LINE UP THE SCREW HOLES. INSERT AND TIGHTEN THE FOUR SCREWS USING THE ALLEN KEY. MAKE SURE THE
SCREWS ARE TIGHT AND THE HANDLEBAR IS SECURE.

Care & Maintenance

RIDING RANGE

THE MAXIMUM RANGE IS 12 MILES. HOWEVER, MANY FACTORS WILL AFFECT HOW FAR YOU CAN GO PER CHARGE:
+ DRIVING SURFACE: A SMOOTH, FLAT SURFACE WILL INCREASE DRIVING DISTANCE.

* WEIGHT: MORE WEIGHT MEANS LESS DISTANCE.

« TEMPERATURE: RIDE, CHARGE, AND STORE THE ORA PRO ABOVE 50°F.

* MAINTENANCE: TIMELY BATTERY CHARGING AND MAINTENANCE WILL INCREASE DRIVING DISTANCE.

« SPEED AND DRIVING STYLE: FREQUENT STARTING AND STOPPING WILL REDUCE DRIVING DISTANCE.

CLEANING THE ORA PRO

TO CLEAN THE ORA PRO, CAREFULLY WIPE WITH A DAMP CLOTH, THEN DRY WITH A DRY CLOTH. DO NOT USE WATER TO
CLEAN THE ORA PRO, AS THE ELECTRICAL AND ELECTRONIC SYSTEMS MAY GET WET, RESULTING IN PERSONAL INJURY OR
MALFUNCTION OF THE ORA PRO.

BATTERY

+ KEEP AWAY FROM FIRE AND EXCESSIVE HEAT.

« AVOID INTENSE PHYSICAL SHOCK, SEVERE VIBRATION, OR IMPACT.

+ PROTECT FROM WATER OR MOISTURE.

STORA PROGE

» FULLY CHARGE THE BATTERY BEFORE STORING. THE BATTERY SHOULD BE FULLY CHARGED ONCE A MONTH AFTER THIS.
+ COVER THE ORA PRO TO PROTECT AGAINST DUST.

+ STORE THE ORA PRO INDOORS, IN A DRY PLACE AND AT A SUITABLE TEMPERATURE.
