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1.5 Setting Your Electronic Passcode

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2.2 Inflating the Tires
BEFORE YOUR FIRST RIDE, YOU WILL NEED TO ADD 
AIR TO YOUR TIRES TO BRING THEM TO WITHIN THE 
RECOMMENDED PRESSURE OF 50 PSI (POUNDS PER 
SQUARE INCH). USE A GAUGE TO CHECK THAT YOUR 
TIRE PRESSURE IS AT 50 PSI PRIOR TO EVERY RIDE. 

TO ADD AIR:
1.	 	REMOVE THE DUST CAP FROM THE TIRE VALVE ON 

ONE WHEEL BY TWISTING IT COUNTERCLOCKWISE. 
SET THE CAP ASIDE. 

2.	 	TWIST THE WIDE END OF THE TIRE VALVE 	
STEM EXTENSION HOSE CLOCKWISE ONTO
