


One Button Recording

Stop Recording

Please push the “Turn on/Off button to ”ON” position, the indicator light will shift from 
red to white for 5 seconds. After that the light will stay ON for one second and it will 
immediately shut OFF and will stay OFF during the recording time.
That means, during the recording, NO LIGHT will be ON. Just be sure that the ON-OFF 
button is in ON position and the device has enough battery level. You can be sure that 
the device is in ON mode if you check that the power ON-OFF button is in UP position 
and it covers the grey circle marked on the device.and it covers the grey circle marked on the device.
If you CAN see the small grey circle - the device is OFF
If you CANNOT see the grey circle - the device is ON

In the recording condition, push the “Turn On/Off” button to “Off” position. the device 
will save the recording files automatically.
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INSTRUCTIONS



Playback
After recording is complete, please play the recording files on the PC. The recorder 
stores the audio capture in .WAV files (Waveform Audio File Format). VLC player will
allow you to play them on your Windows PC and MAC. Simply download and run the
installer and you will be able to play your recorded audio files.
Connect the device to your PC using a USB cable. Make sure the device is turned OFF
before you connect it to your computer.

On the windows, you will a menu of options for using the device. Select “Open folder 
to view files”

Double click to access PC window with the Record folder.



Double click Record folder to access PC window with the audio files.

Open the audio file with VLC player or any compatible .wav Player.



Setting Time
Connect the recorder to the PC and create a new text file in the RECORD folder.

Name the file: time. It is very important the time.txt file is in the RECORD folder, 
otherwise the device will not set the time and it will use the original date and time of 
the manufacture date.
Open time.txt file with any text editor installed on your system and put the current date 
and time with the following format: YYYYMMDDHHMMSS, where YYYY is four 
digit year (e.g 2019), MM is two digit month (e.g may is 05), DD is two digit day 
(e.g 03 for 3rd day of the month), HH is two digit hour in the 24 hours format (e.g 03 for 3rd day of the month), HH is two digit hour in the 24 hours format 
(e.g 17 for 5 p.m.), MM is two digit minutes and SS is two digit seconds.
For example, if the date is 22 of May 2019 and the time is 05:24 p.m. you must put in
the time.txt file the following digits: 20190522172400 (no spaces in front or after digits).

Save the file and disconnect the recorder from the computer.



Charging

Troubleshooting

Connect the USB cable to the computer and to the nanoREC voice recorder. When the 
red light blinks, it means charging, when fully charged, the indicator light is steady red.
Once fully charged, the device can continue recording for about 20 hours.
NOTE: If indicator light becomes red and blinking during recording, it means battery is 
low. Please stop recording and charge the device.

1. I connect the device to the computer and the new partition with RECORD folder 
doesn’t appear!

Resolve:
1. Please make sure that the device is in OFF position before connecting to the PC.
2. Make sure that  there is no software installed in your system which may block the
installation of a new device (such as firewall, complete antivirus etc.).
3.3. Try another micro USB cable and/or another USB port of your computer.

2. The device doesn’t capture part of conversations!

Resolve:
Since the device starts recording when the sound reaches the level of 45 dB (which is
the level for a normal voice conversation from about 6-8 feet), please make sure that the
device is close enough to the subject that you need to record. Please run some distance 
tests before using in a real situation for a better understanding about how the device 
works.works.
