Tempi is powered by a 3 Volt CR2032 coin cel l  battery ( included).  I t  lasts about 3 -  9 months 
depending on use.  Tempi wi l l  alert  you when the battery has 25% left.  You can always press the 
battery icon  from the sett ings menu to check the battery.   

To change the battery,  please see instructions above. We recommend using the same brand (or 
one with equivalent qual i ty) ,  which should give you the estimated battery l i fe.
