The Brake is pressure sensitive
so a fighter grip means more stopping power.

To turn, use the handlebar to turn in the direction you wish to furn.

The lJive scooter can be operated manually if you do not wish
fo use the motor.

As you get comfortable on the device, you will notice it becomes
easier fto maneuver. Remember at higher speeds, it is necessary fo
shift your weight to overcome the centrifugal force.

Prepare to brace yourself if you encounter bumps or uneven surfaces,
then dismount and carry your Jive to a safe operating surface.

Do not furn sharply or af high speeds to
avoid danger. Do not furn or ride quickly
along slopes, as it may cause injury.
