Review of All Addition and Subtraction
In this book you are going to be embarking on the adventure of using mathematical concepts in ways 
that might be new to you. Did you know that your attitude helps determine your outcome? Even if what 
you try doesn’t work out the way you want it to, if you have a good attitude, you will learn from your 
experience. 
Maybe math is one of those things you struggle with. If it is, try your best, and do all you can to be 
successful. We’ll start by learning some activities that you can do any time you are starting to feel fuzzy-
brained or distracted. These will help you to regain focus and think more clearly! 
•	 Stand up and do 5 jumping jacks. Each time your hands come up, say your name!
•	 �Now march in place, raising each knee up high. As it comes up, touch it with your opposite hand. Do 

this 15 times. (This encourages your brain hemispheres to communicate with each other better!) 
•	 �Next, place your feet shoulder-width apart and hold your arms straight out on either side. From the 

waist, bend down and touch your toe with your opposite hand while keeping the other hand straight 
out. Stand back up and do the other side.  Do this 5 times on each side of your body. 

•	 �Lastly, hop on one foot and then the other, back and forth. As you hop, count by 100s. “100, 200, 300, 
…” Don’t stop until you reach 1,000.
