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Installation

Before installation, ensure the domestic electrical mains supply to which the
cabinet is to be connected is turned off. Before drilling, ensure that there are
no hidden cables or pipes in the wall.

It is recommended that this product is installed by two people.

1. Position the cabinet in a suitable location, according to the zonal diagram Fig.

1, ensuring that the mains supply cable is within reach of the cable connection
point of the cabinet. Carefully mark the desired position of the cabinet using a soft
pencil, ensuring it is level.

2. Remove the cabinet from the wall and using a spirit level, mark a horizontal line
below the pencil mark, taking into account the location of the mounting points,
Place brackets on the line and carefully mark the position of the holes using a soft
pencil, see Fig. 2.

3. Before drilling, ensure there are no hidden cables or pipes behind the
mounting point. Using a suitable drill bit, drill holes in the marked positions to a
suitable depth.

4. Insert wall plugs level with the surface of the wall. If fitting to a tiled surface,
wall plugs should be inserted below the tile surface to avoid cracking. NB. For
plasterboard walls, specialist fixings should be purchased from any DIY or
hardware store.

5. Fix the brackets to the wall using the screws provided.

6. Temporarily hang the cabinet on the top bracket, see Fig. 3, to mark the
position of the internal fixing hole, then remove the cabinet. Using a suitable drill
bit, drill a hole and insert a wall plug as per stage 3.

7. Connect the cable at the rear of the cabinet to the mains supply cable using a
suitable terminal block (not supplied) according to the wiring diagram on page 3.

10. Rehang the cabinet in position and secure the base of the cabinet with the
supplied screw(s) and screw cap(s).

11. Adjust the shelf supports provided by loosening the securing screw and
slide up or down to the required position inside of the cabinet. Tighten bracket
securing screw when finished. Slide the glass shelf into the brackets when
finished and secure in place by tightening the securing screws, see Fig 4.

12. Switch the mains supply back on.



To turn illumination on or off, touch the button on the right side of the cabinet.

The heated pad is only on when the cabinet is illuminated.
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Charging Socket(s) and USB

Charger socket(s) are suitable for charging and powering electric razors, trimmers
and toothbrushes. Some cabinets may contain multiple charging sockets. NB. On
first use of the charger socket, inserting the plug may prove to be stiff. Reasonable
force may be required to fully insert the plug. After a few uses, stiffness will ease
and the socket will function as normal.

Pairing Device To the Cabinet

To activate the Bluetooth, turn on cabinet by the sensor located on the side of
the cabinet. The cabinet will give out a tone to confirm it is ready for pairing.

Activate the Bluetooth on your device*. Refer to the device’s instructions for
details.

Search for “DIMENSION" and select ‘Pair’ on your device. The cabinet will give
out a tone to confirm successful connection.

You can now play audio through the Bluetooth cabinet.

When the cabinet is turned off the connection to the Bluetooth will be lost.
When the cabinet is turned on again it will automatically reconnect to the last
connected device if it is still within range.

Refer to your device manual for operating controls.
