Minocqua’s Snowmy Kromer

Residents first began building a giant snow-
man in the 60’s. Groups of locals would gather
and build a huge snowman.

That tradition has been revived with Snowmy
Kromer, now built by volunteers with the help of
a local company - Schrom Excavating. Using
snow fencing, the base is 24’ across, then 16°,
and finally, the head is 8” across. He stands 30’
tall! When his body is finished the Fire Depart-
ment douses him with 25,000 gallons of water to
keep all the snow in place. Finally Snowmy is
decorated. His eyes, mouth, and buttons are
made with scrap wood, his nose is an orange
traffic cone, and his crowning glory is the size
96 Stormy Kromer cap. It was custom made in
Ironwood, Michigan by Stormy Kromer Mercan-
tile CEO, Bob Jacquart. There are only 2 such
caps in existence. The other resides in Alaska.

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Eagles Soar

Bald eagles continue their comeback in Wisconsin, with a record
1,695 occupied nests in 2018, according to the Wisconsin Bald Eagle
Nest Survey released by the Department of Natural Resources on Jan.
8. That’s the highest number of nests since surveys began in 1973!
The 2018 totals are a 6.6% increase from 2017, when the DNR docu-
mented a then-record 1,590 occupied nests. When surveys began in
1973, just 108 nests were recorded, and the bald eagle was a federally
and state endangered species.

The raptor was taken off the state list in 1997 and the federal list in 2007, but remains a federally
protected species under the Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act and the Migratory Bird Treaty
Act. Vilas and Oneida counties continue to lead the state in recorded nests, with 172 and 154, re-
spectively. The two counties have large concentrations of lakes and tall white pine trees — prime

habitat for eagles.
