Shoreline erosion is bad for water quality in Northwoods lakes, not to mention eating away at the
property of people who live there.

The guide gives people a guideline for scoring the vulnerability their
shoreline to erosion. Wave energy hitting the shoreline, what kind of
#l aquatic vegetation you have, what your shoreline vegetation is, and the
slope are all important in what impact that might have on potential for
erosion. Soil type and the amount of impervious surfaces also play a
qrole.

Squash Lake Association’s Fisheries Committee

The Squash Lake Association’s Fisheries Committee built and placed 2
more fish cribs in September.

The cribs were constructed using green logs with plastic rods and one
gl concrete block on each corner. The plastic rods were trimmed prior to

8 installation of the crib. The cribs were placed in approximately 17-18

i feet of water and are over 100 feet from any swimming locations. The
coordinates are 45.592148, -89.557030 and 45.598315, -89.542118.

Additional cribs may be built
and placed next summer. People
helping on the project included
Denny and Randy Scott, Jeff Pad-
dock, Russ Tennessen, Gary
Buntrock, and Dale Smith. One crib
was placed on September 11 and the
second on September 12. The wind
came up on September 11 making it

impossible to place the second crib in the desired location. A valua-
ble lesson was learned, and cribs will not be placed on windy days in
the future. Check out the picture with the boats attempting to get the
crib in the right location.

The Fisheries Committee is presently gathering information on
restoring fish spawning areas. More information on this project will
be presented in the future.

The lakes around Woodboro, Squash included, were at
one time filled from shore-to-shore with timber from the
ogging industry. The town of Rhinelander was founded
n 1880 while the town of Tomahawk was founded in
1886. The land between them was covered in timber!

George Wood started

1s lumbering operation in

he Woodboro area around
1890. Wood Company lumberjacks began to work before
there was a even a sawmill or means to transport the lum-
ber out of the region. In those early years, the felled pine
logs were placed into Squash Lake until it was full. Most
remained there for the better part of a year until the sawmill
started operations. The Soo Line, which had built to Rhinelander in 1886, passed through
the area and became the transportation link once the Wood Company sawmill was com-
plete.
