Boating/ Jet Ski Laws

Just a friendly reminder for everyone’s safety on Squash Lake this summer,
please review with your kids and guests:

Wisconsin law states that these dangerous operating practices are illegal.

Negligent or Reckless Operation of a vessel or the reckless manipulation of water
skis, a surfboard, or a similar device is operating in a manner that causes danger to the life, limb, or property
of any person. Examples of negligent or reckless operation are:

e Jumping the wake of any vessel that is towing a person on water skis, inner tube, wakeboard, or other
similar device

e Operating a vessel within any area marked off or set aside as a prohibited area or a swim area

e Operating a motorboat, at a speed in excess of “slow, no wake speed” within 100 feet of the shoreline of
any lake. Personal Watercraft (PWC — jet ski) require a distance of 200 feet.

e Weaving your vessel through congested waterway traffic

e Operating a vessel in a manner that creates hazardous wave or wake conditions while approaching or
passing another vessel

e Steering toward another object or person in the water and swerving at the last possible moment in order to
avoid collision
Chasing, harassing, or disturbing wildlife with your vessel

Improper Speed or Distance is not maintaining a proper speed and/or distance while operating a vessel.
Specifically, it is illegal to:

e Operate a vessel at a distance from other vessels or at a speed that exceeds safe and reasonable limits giv-
en the waterway traffic, marked speed limits, weather, and other boating conditions.

e Exceed the speeds posted or charted in any specific zone or area.

e Operate a vessel repeatedly in a circuitous manner within 200 feet of another vessel or person in the wa-
ter.

e Operate a vessel within 100 feet of the shoreline, any dock, raft, pier, or restricted area on any lake at
greater than “slow, no wake speed.”

e Operate a vessel at greater than “slow, no wake speed” on lakes that are 50 acres or less and have public
access, unless such lakes serve as thoroughfares between two or more navigable lakes.

Operate a vessel at greater than “slow, no wake speed” within 100 feet of a swimmer, unless the vessel is as-
sisting the swimmer.

“Slow, No Wake Speed” means a speed at which a vessel moves as slowly as possible while still maintain-
ing steerage control.

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Slow/No Wake and Diver Reminders

As boating season approaches, the Squash Lake Association would like to remind property owners and
visitors to the lake of the DNR regulations regarding slow/no wake. Additionally, the association suggests
that boaters use caution in certain areas where slow/no wake boundaries of opposing shorelines create very
narrow channels. A map is included with this article to help guide everyone, and ensure safe boating, as well
as help preserve sensitive shorelines. The regulations state that boats may not operate at wake speeds when
closer than 100 ft from shore and Personal Watercraft (PWC) may not operate at wake speeds when closer
than 200 ft from shore.

The Squash Lake Association also reminds boaters on Squash Lake that during the summer months, ac-
tive diving will take place to remove Eurasian Water Milfoil. We ask that you please be observant and fol-
low the Wisconsin Boating Regulations regarding keeping a safe distance from active divers. Please keep

clear at least 100 feet of the dive boat and any dive buoys. Do not approach the dive

J boat or buoys with your motor running. The buoy & dive boat

display a red flag with a diagonal white stripe, typically

known as “diver down” flag.

Please keep yourselves and the divers
safe this summer season!
