According to the National Wood Flooring
Association (NWFA), wood is hygroscopic in
nature — meaning it will expand and contract as it
gains or loses moisture due to changes in the
ambient temperature and relative humidity.
Wood flooring will perform best when the interior
environment is controlled to maintain a
consistent and adequate range in temperature
and relative humidity, year-round.

Wood is a product of nature and, as such, will
contain variations in color, grain, and character
from plank to plank. Variations can include knots,
cracks, sapwood, mineral streaks, burls, and other
distinct features, none of which constitute a
defect in the material. Cracked knots are filled
with putty, so small gaps between the putty and
wood may appear. No single sample, display
board, or photograph can fully depict the entire
range of visual characteristics in a hardwood
floor. Please also note that the color may change
when exposed to light.
