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1. How to read the time and date

- Press button A once to display the time.
- The time and date is displayed in two stages. Before each stage there is

an animation.
- Each vertical line of LEDs shows the digits. The total value of each line

represents the time and then the date.
*Note you can "press button A between stages to read the time and date

more quickly". Time is set in 24h format only.
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2. How to set the time, date, animation and LED brightness

- Each setting mode will be displayed in the sequence shown below.
* Press button B to go to each setting mode.
*Note after 5 seconds of inactivity setting mode will deactivate®

(1. Setting the hour )

- Press button B once. The T light will flash.
- Press button A to increase the hour in the first two lines.
- Press button B to confirm and set the minutes.

*Note after 5 seconds of inactivity setting mode will deactivate®
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( 2. Setting the minutes )

- The T light will continue to flash.
- Press button A to increase the minutes in the second two lines.
- Press button B to confirm and set the month.

*Note after 5 seconds of inactivity setting mode will deactivate®
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( 3. Setting the month )

- The D light will flash.
- Press button A to increase the month in the first two lines.
 Press button B to confirm and set the date.

*Note after b seconds of inactivity setting mode will deactivate*
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(4. Setting the date )

- The D light will continue to flash.

- Press button A to increase the date in the second two lines.
- Press button B to confirm and set the animation.
*Note after 5 seconds of inactivity setting mode will deactivate®




(5. Activating animation ON/OFF )

- The animation is the movement of the LED lights. The LED lights will animate
once every minute for 12 minutes after the time is displayed.

* Press button A to turn the animation ON or OFF.

- When the animation is on, the LED lights animate in a
“side-to-side” pattern. When the animation is off, all LED
lights flash.

- Press button B to confirm and set the LED brightness.
*Note after b seconds of inactivity setting mode will deactivate™
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( 6. Setting the LED brightness ) !
- Press button A to set the LED brightness to one of 5 levels.
 Press button B to confirm and move back to set the hour.
*Note after b seconds of inactivity setting mode will deactivate™
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3. Battery Replacement

- This watch uses a CR2032 battery. We recommend that you take the watch
to a specialist for battery replacement.
- To maximize battery life, turn the animation OFF and the LED brightness to

a low setting.

*The battery in your watch may need to be replaced within one year after the date of
purchase because it is a factory fitted monitor battery used to check the function and
performance of the watch.

4. Cautions

- Your watch is water resistant to SATM. Please do not use the watch in
the shower, for swimming or for other water related activities.

5. Troubleshooting

- If the watch is not functioning properly, you can reset it by holding buttons A
and B together for 3 seconds.

0. Warranty

- This watch is covered by a 3 year manufacturers warranty. This warranty does
not cover water damage, accidental damage, neglect or unauthorized repair.
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
