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1. How to read the time

« This watch uses an LCD “always on” display to show
the time.

« You can illuminate the display for a short time with the LED
backlight by pressing button A.
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The outer ring of small dots represents Q)
minutes 1-60. Every 5th dot is slightly
smaller to help distinguish the 05, 10, 15
efc. markings on the waich case. (e.g. 12
minutes.)

The ring of large blocks represents “rough
minutes”. The position of the gap in this ring
roughly shows the minutes. (e.g. about 15
minutes past.)

There are 2 crescent shapes just inside the
rough minutes ring. If the left one is lit it
indicates AM, if the right one is lit it indicates
PM. (e.g. PM.)

The inner ring of blocks represents
hours 1-12. The position of the gap in
this ring shows the hour. (e.g. 6PM.)

. How to set me

« Press and hold button A for 3 seconds to enter setting
mode.
*Note after 7 seconds of inactivity setting mode will deactivate

I. Setting the hour

« The hour blocks will flash when you are in hour setting
mode.

« The AM or PM icon will light up to indicate that you are
setting the time in AM or PM.
