Prophecy of Christ

2 Nephi 25: 23-26 (Between 559 and 545 B.C)
23 For we labor diligently to write, to persuade our children,
and our brethren, to believe in Christ, and to be reconciled
to God; for we know that it is by grace that we are saved,
after all we can do.

24 And, notwithstanding we believe in Christ, we keep the
law of Moses, and look forward with steadfastness unto
Christ, until the law shall be fulfilled.

25 For, for this end was the law given; wherefore the law
hath become dead unto us, and we are made alive in Christ
because of our faith; yet we keep the law because of the
commandments.

26 And we talk of Christ, we rejoice in Christ, we preach of
Christ, we prophesy of Christ, and we write according to our
prophecies, that our children may know to what source they
may look for a remission of their sins.

Christ’s Crucifixion

the storm and 3 days of darkness.

3 Nephi Chapter 8 

5 And it came to pass in the thirty and fourth year, in the first
month, on the fourth day of the month, there arose a great
storm, such an one as never had been known in all the land.

19 And it came to pass that when the thunderings, and the
lightnings, and the storm, and the tempest, and the quakings of
the earth did cease—for behold, they did last for about the
space of three hours; and it was said by some that the time was
greater; nevertheless, all these great and terrible things were
done in about the space of three hours—and then behold, there
was darkness upon the face of the land.

23 And it came to pass that it did last for the space of three
days that there was no light seen; and there was great mourning
and howling and weeping among all the people continually; yea,
great were the groanings of the people, because of the
darkness and the great destruction which had come upon them.

25 And in another place they were heard to cry and mourn,
saying: O that we had repented before this great and terrible
day, and had not killed and stoned the prophets, and cast them
out; then would our mothers and our fair daughters, and our
children have been spared, and not have been buried up in that
great city Moronihah. And thus were the howlings of the people
great and terrible.

3rd Nephi Chapter 9

13 O all ye that are spared because ye were more righteous than
they, will ye not now return unto me, and repent of your sins, and
be converted, that I may heal you?

14 Yea, verily I say unto you, if ye will come unto me ye shall have
eternal life. Behold, mine arm of mercy is extended towards you,
and whosoever will come, him will I receive; and blessed are those
who come unto me.

15 Behold, I am Jesus Christ the Son of God. I created the heavens
and the earth, and all things that in them are. I was with the Father
from the beginning. I am in the Father, and the Father in me; and in
me hath the Father glorified his name.

16 I came unto my own, and my own received me not. And the
scriptures concerning my coming are fulfilled.

17 And as many as have received me, to them have I given to become
the sons of God; and even so will I to as many as shall believe on my
name, for behold, by me redemption cometh, and in me is the law of
Moses fulfilled.

18 I am the light and the life of the world. I am Alpha and Omega, the
beginning and the end.
21 Behold, I have come unto the world to bring redemption unto the
world, to save the world from sin.

3 Nephi Chapter 11
1 And now it came to pass that there were a great multitude
gathered together, of the people of Nephi, round about the
temple which was in the land Bountiful; and they were marveling
and wondering one with another and were showing one to
another the great and marvelous change which had taken place.

2 And they were also conversing about this Jesus Christ, of
whom the sign had been given concerning his death.

3 And it came to pass that while they were thus conversing one
with another, they heard a voice as if it came out of heaven; and
they cast their eyes round about, for they understood not the
voice which they heard; and it was not a harsh voice, neither was
it a loud voice; 
nevertheless, and notwithstanding it being a small voice it did
pierce them that did hear to the center, insomuch that there was
no part of their frame that it did not cause to quake; yea, it did
pierce them to the very soul, and did cause their hearts to burn.

6 And behold, the third time they did understand the voice which
they heard; and it said unto them:



7 Behold my Beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased, in whom I
have glorified my name—hear ye him.

8 And it came to pass, as they understood they cast their eyes up
again towards heaven; and behold, they saw a Man descending
out of heaven; and he was clothed in a white robe; and he came
down and stood in the midst of them; and the eyes of the whole
multitude were turned upon him, and they durst not open their
mouths, even one to another, and wist not what it meant, for they
thought it was an angel that had appeared unto them.

9 And it came to pass that he stretched forth his hand and spake
unto the people, saying:

10 Behold, I am Jesus Christ, whom the prophets testified shall
come into the world.

11 And behold, I am the light and the life of the world; and I have
drunk out of that bitter cup which the Father hath given me and
have glorified the Father in taking upon me the sins of the world,
in the which I have suffered the will of the Father in all things from
the beginning.

15 And it came to pass that the multitude went forth, and
thrust their hands into his side, and did feel the prints of the
nails in his hands and in his feet; and this they did do, going
forth one by one until they had all gone forth, and did see with
their eyes and did feel with their hands, and did know of a
surety and did bear record, that it was he, of whom it was
written by the prophets, that should come.

16 And when they had all gone forth and had witnessed for
themselves, they did cry out with one accord, saying:

17 Hosanna! Blessed be the name of the Most High God! And
they did fall down at the feet of Jesus, and did worship him.
