How to attach to a tripod

Set the head on the tripod's threaded post.
Turn clockwise until it comes to a stop.

Tighten the pan & tilt handle and turn clockwise slightly more.

When you unlock the Camera platform locking knob, raise the knob it to the
When the pan & tilt handle is unlocked, you can pan & tilt simultaneously. vertical "release" position. The camera can be free to rotate.

1.Loosen camera platform locking knob. 2.Turn your camera to the side.
3.Tighten camera platform locking knob.
4.Loosen pan & tilt handle for your camera to the front.
5.Turn the whole of pan & tilt handle.

6.Adjust pan & tilt handle to get vertical position.
